It is strongly recommended that all participants have Personal Accident Insurance

Glasses 1 & 2 Results will be judged on Faults and a Timed Section - Fastest Time. No horse or pony may compete more
than once in each class.

These Classes are open to members of Pony Club, Affiliated Riding Clubs and non-members with their own Insurance.

GLASS 3, 4 & 5 Teams must consist of 3 or 4 riders.. Results will be judged on the time of the 3rd Horse through the finish,
this will be the time for the team.

Itis a requirement that all participants carry third party insurance for not less than £5m.

GLASS 3 & 4 Results will be judged on Fastest Time. All riders must be 16 years and over on the day of the event. All
horses must exceed 14.2 hands.

GLASS 5 Results will be judged on a Bogey Time set at a FAIR HUNTING PACE.
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EVENT ADMINISTRATION

Entries can only be accepted if they are submitted with the correct Entry Fee.

Unless Fees are received in full competitors will not be permitted to take part.

Any Competitor jumping a fence (other than the practice fence ) prior to the competition will be disqualified.
